Set on a quiet, tropical volcanic island 
that was at one time a bustling hub of 
colonial commerce, Nisbet Plantation 
was the home of Fanny Nisbet, the 
wife of British Naval hero Lord 
Horatio Nelson. In 1785, 25 year old 
Frances was introduced by her father to 
the dashing Naval officer and the rest, 
as they say, is history. 
 
You can begin your own history right 
here at Nisbet Plantation.  On 30 acres 
of well-groomed property brimming 
with coconut palms and tropical 
flowers, Nisbet is the only Caribbean 
plantation located on its own private 
beach.  Weddings can be performed 
anywhere on the property, from the 
half-mile long white sand beach to the 
sweet garden near the Great House. 
 
Our wedding planner will help you design a custom wedding that is personal 
and perfect. Every wedding here at Nisbet Plantation is different. Whether you 
choose a casual wedding with a beach barbeque reception or a more traditional 
wedding with a sit down reception in our Great House, we want you to be able 
to enjoy each other and your guests on your very special day.  
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Preparations 
 
To have a wedding in Nevis, there are a few requirements and necessary 
documents you must bring: 

• Passport or birth certificate 
• Spending two working days on the island before the wedding 
• Original documents: divorce decree absolute, affidavit stating single 

status or death certificate of previous spouse, whichever is applicable 
 
Once you arrive at Nisbet, we will accompany you to nearby Charlestown to 
process your paperwork and obtain your marriage license. Though life on the 
island is unhurried, the process takes only about 20 minutes.  
 
On our return to the hotel, our wedding planner will take you on a walk around 
the property so that you can decide on the location of your ceremony.  We have 
a wedding album with photos of previous weddings so you can get an idea of 
available options. 
 
Next, you will decide upon the general format of the ceremony. You will 
choose when you would like to have your massages that are part of the wedding 
package. Most couples opt for the morning of the ceremony – it does wonders 
for nervous grooms. 
 
You will decide upon the colors for the wedding cake, bouquet, decorated arch, 
if desired, and any boutonniere for the groom. There is no extra charge for the 
colorful flowers from our grounds, but if you require special varieties that are 
not from our grounds they need to be ordered in advance from our island florist. 
 
If you have guests, we will help you plan your reception including the location, 
menu, wine list, and music. If it is just the two of you, you can be seated in the 
Great House with the rest of our guests.  
 
Photography is provided as part of your wedding package, but additional photos 
and even a wedding video can be arranged. 
 
With only 36 rooms in 1 cottages dotting the grounds, Nisbet Plantation has a 
feeling of intimacy no matter how big or small your wedding. 
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Ceremony Locations 
 

Most of our couples choose to be married right on 
our private white sand beach under a beautiful floral 
arch with the sea and sky as a backdrop. Nisbet 
Plantation has a half mile private beach so it is easy 
to establish the perfect spot, away from any 
vacationers. 
 
 
The charming little garden beside our Great House is 
perfect for small weddings. This small secluded 
garden with its ancient stone hearth is where 
Anguillans once prepared their daily meals. Filled 
with flowers and the faint air of domesticity, it is a 
good omen for beginning a new family. 

 
 
Another very popular location is the center of our Avenue of the Palms – a 
stunning grassy avenue lined with majestic coconut palms leading from our 
Great House directly to the ocean. 
 
 
The old stone windmill right in front of the Great House is another location 
option.  The winding steps lead up to the old ruins where sugar cane was once 
reduced to pulp to extract its sweet juice.  With a sense of history and a bit of 
mystery, the space is suitable for very small weddings. 
 
 
During your ceremony the Pastor or 
Magistrate will read a short scripture or 
reading and then proceed with the 
wedding vows.  Once the vows and ring 
exchange are complete, you will toast 
with champagne and cut the cake.  
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The ceremony takes approximately thirty 
minutes, including the wedding photographs 
afterwards.  Two witnesses will need to sign 
the registrar book after the ceremony; if you 
have guests they may sign, otherwise our 
wedding planner and another staff member of 
your choosing may sign.   
 
 

Events 
 
Nisbet Plantation prides itself on its fine food and friendly professional service 
that sets us apart from other resorts. We can arrange a number of events to 
make your celebration special.  From rehearsal dinners to bridal luncheons and 
farewell breakfasts, we promise you a memorable experience.

You will need to present current passports or 
birth certificates as well as originals of the following; divorce decree absolute, 
affidavit stating single status or death certificate of previous spouse - whichever 
is applicable.
